
	
  

PARTICIPATION RECORDS SHATTERED AT FIFTH THIRD RIVER BANK RUN 
 

Americans take top 10 spots in menÕs race 
 
GRAND RAPIDS, MICHIGAN (May 8, 2010) – Early morning wind gusts of 30-40 mph and drizzle, 

along with cold temperatures, didn’t stop a record number of participants from taking to the streets of 

downtown Grand Rapids for the 33rd Annual Fifth Third River Bank Run.  Registered participants for 

this year’s event totaled 21,377 compared to 17,564 in 2009, a 20% increase. 

The Fifth Third River Bank Run 25K, which hosted the USA 25 km Open and Masters 

Championships, drew 6,562 runners (5,529 in 2009); the second annual Fifth Third 10K saw 4,361 

participants (3,172/2009); 6,437 (5,429/2009) participated in the Fifth Third 5K Run; the Fifth Third 5K 

Community Walk involved 2,377 (2,082/2009); and Fifth Third Junior, which took place on 

Wednesday, May 5, had 1,600 participants (1,352/2009).  

In addition to breaking participation records across all race day events, American men took the 

top 10 finisher spots in the Fifth Third River Bank Run 25K which was also the site of the USA 25 km 

Open and Masters Championships.  Andrew Carlson (1:14:41), Brett Gotcher (1:15:06) and Nicholas 

Arciniaga (1:15:17) double-dipped in both the Open and Championship division prize money.  On the 

women’s side, Ethiopian Firehinot Dado (1:23:45) and Kenyan Genoveva Kigen (1:24:52) crossed the 

finish line ahead of first American and USA 25 km Open Championship winner Katie McGregor 

(1:26:23).
